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The Jutland Controversy and Admiral
John Rushworth Jellicoe

ABSTRACT

At the battle of Jutland in 1916 during the First World War,
the Royal Navy did not succeed to annihilate the German main
fleet. After the War, the dispute about the cause of the
unsuccessful result of the battle arose and lead to the so-called
Jutland Controversy in 1920s. John Rushworth Jellicoe,
commander-in-chief of the British main fleet at the battle, was
naturally a focus of this controversy and his command at the battle
was criticised. This paper examines the relation of Jellicoe to the
controversy.

Jellicoe was very cautious in his command and did not put his
fleet at risk to gain a decisive victory at the battle of Jutland.
Cautious command such as the deployment of the battle fleet away
from the German fleet just before engagement and turning away to
avoid torpedoes had been criticised.

The Jutland controversy had evolved in association with the
compilation of the official Admiralty records of the battle of
Jutland: Harper Record, Naval Staff Appreciation, and Narrative
of the Battle of Jutland. Julian Corbett's Naval Operations vol. 3,
by direction of the Committee of Imperial Defence, also had an



influence on this controversy.

The making of the records showed that the Admiralty had a
tendency to underestimate and criticise Jellicoe’s command at the
battle. Jellicoe, who had already retired from active service,
could have no direct and great influence on those records.
However, he could have had indirect and not a little influence on it
through the relationship with the compiler and author of the
records: J.E.T.Harper and J.S.Corbett. Since Jellicoe was highly
respected in the Royal Navy, the criticism of him by the Admiralty
aroused sympathy for him and antipathy against the Admiralty,
especially against the First Sea Lord, David Beatty.

Jellicoe did not make a blunder at the battle of Jutland. He
just commanded his fleet in obedience to the prearranged battle
orders. It is too severe to criticise him for subordinating to those
orders. He fought the German fleet off at the battle of Jutland and
succeeded to preserve the strategic predominance over the German
Navy. He was a British contributor to the final victory in the First
World War.
