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Clarity of the heritage extent and independences between generation
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The extent of inheritance is not clear in Japanese civil law. It sometimes
causes the conflits. When the ancestor gives some property to one of his heirs, its solution vary
with the notion de the equality. The extent of the inheritance that includes the gift, is larger,
the equality takes into more consideration. This extent is not always clear in Japanese civil law.

One heir takes care of the daily life of the ancestor. In this case the evaluation of his work and
the gestion of the inheritance becomes difficult.

The notion of the equality between the heirs changes now in Japan. It is important to know how this
transition is reflected in the civil law. For this purpose, we must not avoid the clarity of the
heritage extent and the finacial evaluation of this maintenance.
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
